Dolly Levi: 

1) Late 19th century day dress, large plumed hat, gloves, purse  

 Add: Outdoor coat $40  

2) Second late 19th century day dress, large plumed hat, purse, gloves  

3) Red velvet beaded evening gown, matching beaded necklace, long gloves, large red plumed & 

rhinestone headpiece $125  

4) Third late 19th century day dress, short gloves, large plumed hat  

5)  Wedding Gown and Veil $85 

Horace Vandergelder: 

1) Gray cutaway jacket, gray/black striped pants, white tux shirt, vest, ascot, top hat  

2) Pants, shirt, bandjacket, large hat  

3) Black tailcoat, tux pants, white wing tux shirt, vest & bowtie, white gloves, black top hat Add an 

opera cape $40  

4) Full length shop apron $15 

Cornelius Hackl: 

1) Three-piece loud period suit, shirt, bowtie, derby hat  

2) Full apron & cap $20 

Barnaby Tucker: 

1) Three-piece period suit, shirt, bowtie, straw boater  

2) Full apron, cap $20 

 

Irene Molloy: 

1) Soft-colored late 19th century day dress, short gloves, hat  

2) Elegant evening gown, long gloves, plumed headpiece  

3) Second late 19th century day dress, short gloves, hat  
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Minnie Fay: 

1) Youthful late 19th century day dress, short gloves  

2) Youthful evening gown, long gloves, plumed headpiece  

3) Second youthful late 19th century day dress, hair bow, gloves   

 

Ambrose Kemper: 

1) Three-piece period suit, shirt, bowtie, derby hat (or beret) 

2) White Tie & Tails (Harmonia Gardens)  

Ermengarde: 

1) Youthful late 19th century day dress, hair bow  

Add: Outdoor coat $40 

2) Evening gown, long gloves, hair bow  

3) Second late 19th century day dress, hair bow  

Ernestina: 

1) Day outfit with large hat  

2) Long toga, armor, Viking helmet  

3) Over-the-top Buttercup yellow evening gown, boa, long gloves, plumed headpiece  

 

Mrs. Rose:  

Simple late 19th century dress, shawl, simple hat or head scarf 

 

Rudolph:  

Black tux pants, Black tail coat, white tux shirt, red bowtie, red cumberbund  

 

Parade Entertainers:  

1) Assorted colorful outfits (clowns, dancers, etc.) (may include sequin vests, satin skirts or pants 

& accessories) 

 

Harmonia Gardens  

Waiters: Black tux pants, white tux shirt, red vest, red bowtie  

Waitresses: Black skirt, white wing shirt, red bowtie, Red bib apron 

Cooks: Black pants, white chef coat, chef hat  

Brewers: Shirts, lederhosen, hats  

Ensemble Male Polka Dancers:  

Black tailcoat, tux pants, white wing tux shirt, white vest, white bowtie  

 

Ensemble Female Polka Dancers:   

Period evening gown, long gloves, feathered headpiece   

 

Male Chorus: 

 Men: Two & three-piece period suits, shirts, vests, ties, hats 

Judge: Long black, judge's robe $35 (wig available to purchase) 



Court Clerk: Two-piece period suit, shirt, bowtie  

Lodge Members: Pants, band jackets, hats  

Glee Club: Pants, striped blazer or vest, shirts, bowtie, straw boater  

Policemen:  

Blue police uniform & badge, police hat & badge, billy club  

Female Ensemble:  

Sunday Clothes & opening: 

1) Assorted late 19th century day dresses, hats, short gloves  

Harmonia Gardens: 

2) Evening gowns, long gloves, plumed headpieces  

Parade Entertainers:  

1) Assorted colorful outfits (clowns, dancers, etc.)  

(may include sequin vests, satin skirts or pants & accessories) 

 

14th Street Girls:  

White period dresses  

Barrier Spray now available:  

Keeps make-up on the actor and not on the costume ($13.99) 

Special Notes: 
All costumes are based on our interpretation. At times, it may be necessary to send 

costumes that are not exactly what is described, due to sizing or availability but we 

guarantee that costumes will suit the character. 

 

For local shows, an on-site visit by a costumer is available (3 choices): 

1.  Costumer views cast in costume and makes minor adjustments - $200 for 2 hours 

(Nassau & Western Suffolk). $250 for 2 hours (Eastern Suffolk and Queens). 

2.  Costumer measures cast a min. of 8 weeks before dress rehearsal (see above 

prices). 

3.  Combo – both visits for $350 (Nassau/Western Suffolk), $450 (Eastern 

Suffolk/Queens). 

For local shows, costumes may be delivered and picked up by store employees for an 

additional fee ($50 for Nassau/Western Suffolk each way.  $85.00 each way Eastern 

Suffolk and Queens). 

 

Prices quoted are for up to 2 weeks out of shop.  Additional time is at pro-rated costs:  

3rd week ½ rate, 4th week ¼ rate. 

All shipping costs out and back are in addition to costume rates and will be added to 

the final bill before shipping (once costumes are bagged, boxed and weighed).
